If possible, maintain a temperature of between 65 and
75 degrees Fahrenheit in your apartment at all
times.

Use the exhaust fan in your kitchen when cooking
and while the dishwasher is running. Allow the fan to
run until all excess moisture has vented from the

e Limit houseplants to a reasonable number to keep the 9y

moisture level in your apartment to a minimum. .
